INSTRUCTIONS FOR SELF-REPRESENTED LITIGANTS
WHAT THIS IS
In every Louisiana child support case, both parties must file an Affidavit of Income and Expenses disclosing their gross income, deductions, and household expenses. The court uses this information, along with the Louisiana Child Support Guidelines, to calculate the proper support amount.
This form is also commonly required in spousal support (alimony) cases and in divorce cases where financial issues are contested.
WHY ACCURACY MATTERS
This is a sworn affidavit. False or misleading information exposes you to: (a) perjury charges; (b) sanctions by the court; (c) attorney's fees against you; (d) retroactive adjustment of support when the true income is discovered; and (e) damage to your credibility on every issue in the case.
Louisiana DCFS, the IRS, your employer, and your bank all leave paper trails. Hidden income is typically discovered. Full disclosure is always the right approach.
GROSS INCOME INCLUDES (La. R.S. 9:315)
1. Salaries, wages, commissions, bonuses, and tips (before deductions)
1. Self-employment income
1. Income from rentals, royalties, and dividends
1. Social Security benefits (retirement, disability, SSI excluded)
1. Veterans' benefits
1. Unemployment compensation
1. Workers' compensation
1. Pension, retirement, and annuity income
1. Income from trust funds
1. Gifts received on a regular basis
1. In-kind benefits with a monetary value (company car, housing)
1. Cash support (roommates, family assistance, alimony received)
WHAT TO BRING / ATTACH
1. Last 3 months of pay stubs
1. Most recent federal income tax return
1. W-2 or 1099 for prior year
1. Bank statements for past 3 months
1. Proof of any other income
1. Documentation of significant monthly expenses (rent/mortgage, utilities, daycare)
CHILD SUPPORT GUIDELINES
Louisiana uses the INCOME SHARES MODEL. The basic support obligation is determined from a table based on the combined adjusted gross income of both parents and the number of children. Each parent is then responsible for their proportional share based on their percentage of the combined income.
Deviations from the guidelines require specific written reasons and are generally disfavored. Common deviations: extraordinary medical expenses, extraordinary travel costs for visitation, a child with special needs.
