INSTRUCTIONS FOR SELF-REPRESENTED LITIGANTS
WHAT THIS FORM DOES
When a Louisiana tutor (guardian of a minor) is appointed, Louisiana law requires the tutor to give SECURITY for faithful performance. This security typically takes the form of a TUTOR'S MORTGAGE — a legal mortgage on the tutor's property in favor of the minor.
When the tutorship terminates (the minor reaches majority, dies, is emancipated, or the tutor is discharged) and the tutor has fulfilled all duties, the tutor's mortgage should be canceled. This form requests that cancellation.
WHEN TUTORSHIP TERMINATES
1. Minor reaches 18 years of age
1. Minor is emancipated
1. Minor dies
1. Tutor is removed or discharged by the court
1. Minor is adopted
REQUIRED BEFORE CANCELLATION
1. Final accounting by the tutor approved by the court
1. Discharge of tutor by court order
1. Full distribution of minor's funds to former minor (or heirs)
1. Receipt/acknowledgment from former minor of complete accounting
WHERE TO FILE
File this cancellation request with the Clerk of Court in the parish where the Tutor's Mortgage was recorded. Attach certified copies of the discharge order and final accounting.
