INSTRUCTIONS FOR SELF-REPRESENTED LITIGANTS
WHAT THIS FORM DOES
Louisiana Code of Criminal Procedure article 892.1 allows certain traffic offenders to avoid conviction and points on their driving record by completing a court-approved driver improvement course ("driving school"). Upon completion, the defendant files this affidavit attesting to completion, and the charge may be dismissed.
This option is typically available for first-time offenses and certain minor moving violations. The court has discretion whether to allow this option in a particular case — it's not automatic.
WHEN THIS IS AVAILABLE
1. First-time (or limited repeat) minor moving violations
1. Not available for DWI, reckless driving, leaving scene of accident, or CDL holders
1. Not available if defendant holds a CDL (commercial driver's license), even for personal vehicle
1. Court approval required — typically granted at arraignment or first appearance
1. Time limit to complete the course is set by the court (usually 90 days)
HOW IT WORKS
1. Appear at court on the citation date
1. Request the driving school option under La. C.Cr.P. art. 892.1
1. If granted, court will set a deadline to complete the course
1. Complete a court-approved course (check with clerk for approved providers)
1. Course typically 4-8 hours, may be online or in-person, cost typically $25-$75
1. Obtain certificate of completion
1. File this affidavit with the court along with the certificate
1. Charge is dismissed; no conviction; no points on your license
