INSTRUCTIONS FOR SELF-REPRESENTED LITIGANTS
WHAT THIS FORM DOES
When someone other than the named tenant lives in a rental property — a roommate, family member, subtenant — they may need to intervene to protect their own right to remain in the premises.
La. C.C.P. art. 1091 allows intervention when a third party has an interest that may be affected by the case.
WHO CAN INTERVENE
1. Authorized subtenants with a sublease
1. Family members with long-term occupancy and independent rights
1. Roommates named on the lease or who have paid rent to the landlord
1. Successors to a deceased lease-holder
1. Other occupants claiming a legitimate possessory interest
DEADLINE
File BEFORE the eviction hearing. Eviction is summary proceedings and moves very quickly — usually within 10-20 days of filing. Don't wait.
