1. Admission of the challenged evidence would violate Defendant's rights under La. Const. art. I, §§ 2 and 16 and the Fifth, Sixth, and Fourteenth Amendments.

WHEREFORE, Defendant prays for an order excluding the evidence and argument described herein, directing the State to instruct its witnesses accordingly, and granting such other relief as the Court deems just.
