1. The statute under which Defendant is charged is unconstitutional on its face or as applied, in violation of La. Const. art. I, §§ 2, 3, 13, 16 and the Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments.
1. Prosecution is barred by the time limitations of La. C.Cr.P. arts. 571–576.
1. The grand jury was improperly drawn, selected, or constituted, in violation of La. C.Cr.P. arts. 411–421.
LAW AND AUTHORITY
La. C.Cr.P. arts. 531–539; La. C.Cr.P. art. 464; La. C.Cr.P. arts. 571–576; State v. Gerstenberger, 260 La. 145 (1971); Russell v. United States, 369 U.S. 749 (1962).
