WHAT THIS FORM DOES
Two commonly-needed scheduling motions in one form:
(A) MOTION TO SET FOR TRIAL — after pleadings are closed and discovery is complete, a party moves to set the case for trial. This prompts the court to fix a trial date.
(B) MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME — request additional time to answer, respond to discovery, file a brief, or take other action within a court-imposed deadline.
WHEN TO USE EACH
1. Motion to Set for Trial: when your case has been sitting idle and you're ready to proceed to resolution
1. Motion for Extension of Time: when an existing deadline is approaching and you need more time for a good reason
1. Both can be filed jointly with opposing party's consent, which judges prefer
