C.Cr.P. arts. 814–815; (e) any applicable affirmative defense; (f) witness credibility and impeachment; (g) eyewitness identification (where applicable); (h) no adverse inference from Defendant's silence; and (i) unanimous verdict under Ramos v. Louisiana, 590 U.S. 83 (2020).
