Failing to file a Satisfaction after payment can expose the creditor to damages if the debtor is harmed (e.g., judicial mortgage continues to cloud title, or credit report still shows unsatisfied judgment).

1. Judgment paid in full (cash, check, wire)
1. Settlement reached and payment made
1. Debtor performed all non-monetary obligations
